By the way in which a man uses his leisure his character can be told – more surely in all probability than by the way he does his work. For most men work is necessity in order to gain a living. Vast numbers of men have not even been able to choose what work they would do, but have been forced by economic necessity to take the first job that came their way. But in their leisure time they do what they really want to do and their real selves are reflected in their actions.

Some people are completely passive during leisure hours. If such people go out they go out to some places of entertainment where no effort is required by them, a cinema or a dancing hall, and if the latter, they do not dance but simply sit and watch others dancing.

A different type of person hurries home from work full of eagerness to begin on some scheme which he has been planning for his leisure time. Perhaps his hobby is carpentry or model engineering, or gardening, or he might wish to write, or to study some subject in which he is interested. This is a creative type of character. For him, his leisure hours are full of promise and he can look back on them with satisfaction when reviews what he has achieved in them.

Leisure should be refreshment; it should send a man out with fresh spirits to battle with problems of life. Sometimes this freshness comes not from doing anything, but by filling one’s mind with fresh springs of beauty. Many a man gets full value from his leisure by contemplating nature, listening to music, or reading noble books. By this sort of occupation he may not have made anything that he can show, but he has none the less recreated his own source of inspiration and made his own mind a richer and fuller treasure house. This is true use of leisure.

TEXT

Here we are outside the theatre. It is the Library Theatre which is underneath the Central Library in Manchester. We are going to see a modern play which is very popular with theatre-goers.

Passing through the revolving door and down the stairs we come to the box office where the tickets are sold. Luckily we booked our seats a few weeks ago or would not be able to get in, because for this play all the seats had already been sold. It is so popular that this is the second time it has been produced here.

We leave our raincoats in the cloakroom. At the entrance to the theatre itself an attendant in uniform tears our theatre tickets in half. He gives us our halves back so that we can find our seats by their numbers. Another attendant shows us to our seats and sells us a programme that will tell us which parts the actors are playing and how many acts there are in the play. Then we take our seats about halfway down the auditorium.

All around us people are settling down into their seats, reading their programmes, passing chocolates. Everybody is excited. Looking forward to the play. We all have a clear view of the stage because the seats are set on wide steps which slope down to the level of the stage. On the front row, you are so close you can smell the paint of the scenery but not too close to spoil your view of the actors. Even on the back row you have a perfect view of the stage because this is a small theatre.

This auditorium holds only 300 seats, but many theatres are much larger. In a small theatre you can always be sure to hear and see everything and really feel that you are with the actors in everything they do and in all the places they visit. But many plays are still produced in very large, old theatres where it is difficult to see and hear properly if you are in the back rows. There are sometimes so many stalls (ground-floor seats) in these theatres that they are divided into orchestra stalls, centre stalls, and rear stalls, with the pit behind them. Above, there is the dress circle and boxes, then the balcony and, high above, the gallery, or the “gods”!

The auditorium seems to be full now. In a few minutes the play will begin. The attendants close the door and draw the curtains over them. The warning bell rings to tell everyone the play is about to begin. People whisper excitedly. Slowly the lights begin to come up on the stage.

I had a very good time there. The country in winter is much more beautiful than in summer, I think. Every day we went skiing and skating. Sometimes we took long walks in the woods. On sunny days the snow in the country is very beautiful. We usually stayed in the open for a very long time, and when we felt hungry, we returned to the warmth of the house and an excellent dinner. The food in the country is much better than in town – no cheese or sausage sandwiches, but a lot of good meat and butter and even vegetables.

In the evening we usually sat near the fire and talked. My aunt always wanted to know all about our studies, but we didn’t want to talk about that – we said we were tired.

Time goes on quickly when you’re happy. And before I knew where I was, I was back in town and at the Institute.

Before I left, my aunt said, “Do come again.” But I think I must have a different kind of vacation this year.

REPORTED SPEECH

Косвенная речь
При использовании косвенной речи происходит изменение глагола в дополнительном (изъяснительном) придаточном предложении в соответствии с правилом последовательности времен (согласование времен – Sequence of Tenses), с правилами которого вы познакомились в прошлом уроке. 

Важно помнить, что глагол to tell всегда употребляется с косвенным дополнением, а глагол to say либо с предложным дополнением (с предлогом to), либо без него: 

Victoria told Ann (that) he had passed his driving test. 

Ann said (that) that she believed us.

She said she was leaving him.

Peter said (that) he had been to the exhibition already.

Повелительные предложения, содержащие команды, приказы, просьбы, в косвенной речи соответствуют формуле tell + object + to + infinitive: 

The doctor told him to stop smoking.

I was told not to park there.

Просьбы к выполнению действия соответствуют формуле ask + object + to + infinitive:

She asked us not to smoke in the kitchen. 

Просьба о чем-то в косвенной речи соответствует формуле ask for + object:

Mary asked us for salt.

При переводе в косвенную речь восклицаний и восклицательных предложений их структура меняется в зависимости от того, является ли оно по форме утвердительным предложением, общим вопросом, просьбой в соответствии с правилами, общими для всех типов предложений. При этом часто вводятся дополнительные обстоятельства, которые уточняют характер восклицания, т.е. выражает оно радость, печаль, удивление, возмущение и т.д. В качестве глаголов, вводящих косвенную речь, часто употребляются эмоционально окрашенные глаголы: вместо нейтрального глагола to ask глаголы to implore, to beg – просить, умолять; для выражения удивления  - сочетания to ask in surprise, to cry in surprise и т.д.

“Why, what a wonderful piece of luck!” he cried.

He cried joyfully that it was a wonderful piece of luck.

“I’ll stop your pocket money if you don’t work harder!” – Mum threatened to stop my pocket money if I didn’t work harder.

При переводе в косвенную речь приветствий, слов прощания, благодарности, извинения, пожеланий, поздравлений, представления используются такие глаголы и сочетания как to greet, to welcome, to salute – приветствовать, to say good-bye – прощаться, to thank – благодарить, to wish – пожелать, to introduce – представить, to apologise – извиниться, to congratulate (on) – поздравлять.

“Thank you, little Swallow,” said the Prince.

The Prince thanked the little Swallow.

При переводе в косвенную речь высказываний, содержащих предложение оказать услугу или выполнить какое-либо действие совместно, употребляются глаголы to offer и to suggest. Хотя оба они переводятся на русский язык глаголом «предложить» их значения не совсем совпадают. Глагол to offer обозначает, что лицо само собирается выполнить названное действие; глагол to suggest означает действие, которое предлагается совершить совместно с лицом, предлагающим данное действие, и его адресатом.

 “Let’s play chess,” said Nick.  – Nick suggested playing chess.

“Shall I fetch you a glass of water?” he said to her.

“Do, please.” (No, don’t trouble)

He offered to fetch her a glass of water and she accepted the offer (declined the offer).

“All right,” said Pete. – Pete agreed.

“Oh, no,” said Mike. – Mike refused.

При переводе в косвенную речь предложений, содержащих советы, употребляется глагол to advise.

He said, “You’d better take a taxi.”

He advised them to take a taxi.

PART VI. NEWSPAPER

Memories of a great actress

PERHAPS the most legendary theatrical figures of that time (1904-1921) were the international star actresses, those great creatures whose names alone could fill a theatre. I saw Eleonora Duse in Ghosts at the New Oxford Theatre in Tottenham Court Road, long since demolished. I stood at the back of the packed theatre at a matinee. Every actor in London was there and the feeling in the audience  was unforgettable, a mixture of respect and awe, a sense that we would never see this great woman again. When Duse came on, the atmosphere was already electric, and she could hardly fail to make the most wonderful impression. I did not know the play very well, but Duse looked infinitely sad and distinguished with her white hair, and wearing a plain black dress with a shawl draped over her shoulders. I remember that her acting seemed very, very simple. She had marvelous hands and all her movements were weary and poetic. Here was a legendary figure whose career had spanned fifty or sixty years of the nineteenth-century theatre, and she succeeded, to my mind, in living up to her legend, although she was evidently old and tired.

Many years later, in 1952, at a cocktail party in Hollywood, I was introduced to Charlie Chaplin. He took me aside and began to talk to me about his boyhood in London when he used to see Tree’s productions from the gallery at His Majesty’s. For some reason we talked about Duse. Chaplin described an occasion on which he saw her act. He began to imitate the actor who had appeared that night with Duse. He whipped out a chair and sat astride it and began to jabber bogus Italian. In a brilliant mime, he showed how the actor was enthralling the audience with a long speech when suddenly the curtains behind began to move and a little old lady came out very quietly and glided across the stage and put her hands towards the fire. Duse. And at this point the poor actor who has seemed so remarkable a moment before was completely blotted out.
