To be frank it’s quite difficult to point out the most important values of our culture. Because usually we don’t separate ourselves from the culture we live in and that’s why are not capable of appreciating or evaluating it. But still, I’d like to point out some of the Russian values.
Going to extremes. I strongly believe that we don’t know what the word “moderation” means. If we celebrate a holiday – we do it until all the money is spent, all the guests are tired and exhausted, all the furniture is destroyed. If we start doing sport we are sure to train until we die, otherwise the thing is not worth doing at all. 

Maybe the reason for it is our orientation on the process rather than on the result. It may contradict with my previous statement, but let me prove my point of view. We are so involved in the process of doing something that we usually put all our energy into it, and in this case the result doesn’t really matter. Although there are many persons who know exactly what they want to do, not so many of them can explain to you every step they are going to make in order to achieve their goal. We are not used to planning everything thoroughly. 
Another important moment is the so-called leisure orientation. And it is closely related to the Russian avos. Rather than work hard and earn much we’ll better work less and earn less, but have more spare time for lying and dreaming. We are not obsessed with having everything under our control. We usually rely on the fate, the state and the unknown powers of life. After we get a lot of problems because of doing nothing we’ll complain to everyone about our miserable life. And that’s another feature of our culture – we do enjoy complaining without trying to change anything. 
One more feature (for it’s difficult to call it “value”) consists in a critical attitude to our country and culture. And that’s what you can see right now, reading this text. I’m the very best example of that! Apart from this ironical attitude to ourselves, we don’t associate ourselves with our government or state. It seems that the Russian people is one thing and the Russian government is another thing. We are just like two neighbours, living on one territory and we don’t care about each other. And, of course, we like to complain about our government. That’s why we posses this creative attitude to law. We don’t think that we have to obey these laws, and what is more often we usually don’t know exactly WHAT we have to obey, we don’t know our laws.
It’s not a secret that we are very slow to change our lives. Usually we try to adapt to the situation and suffer. We need years and centuries to decide weather to rebel or not. But once we have made a decision, it’s impossible to stop us. 
The collectivism is one more value in Russia. Everything individual, private and particular is considered to be queer, dangerous and bad. To be equal in Russia means to be just the same as all other people and not to have the same rights as in Europe or USA. 

I’m sure to be a very “Russian” person. As for me, I don’t see many positive moments in our mentality. I think that people who come to Russia from the western countries consider us to be a disaster and a true chaos. But there is one exception – The Spanish culture. Russian people have no cultural shock when they arrive to Spain, because The Spanish people are even more relaxed, happy and disinterested in their laws and government.
